Welcome to Kea Preschool and Out of School Club
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Out of School Prospectus

Kea Preschool offers care and Early Education for children aged 2-5 year olds. We also offer Out of School Care for children up to 11 years old.  We have our own setting, situated in the grounds of Kea School, with an enclosed outdoor play area, and use of the school grounds. We observe and talk to children about what they enjoy and use this information to plan for the children’s play by planning our environment and any specific activities.  
During Breakfast and After School Club, we set up some resources specifically for our Early Years children and provide others for our older children.  During Holiday Club we also plan other specific play for the children, for example, den building, space day as well as many others.  The children also have access to the majority of our resources and do also choose their own activities. We have a wide range of resources suitable for all ages including cooking, crafts, board games, puzzles, construction, sand & water play, dressing up & role play etc.  We hope that this prospectus will explain a little about us and perhaps answer some of the questions you might have. 
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Our Setting aims to

· promote children’s development, learning, imagination, creativity and independence;
· help to keep children healthy and active;
· allow children to experience and encounter boundaries, learning to assess and manage risk; 

· help children to understand the people and places in their lives, learn about their environment and develop their sense of community;
· allow children to find out about themselves, their abilities, interests and the contribution they can make;
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help children in building and maintaining important relationships with others;
· have fun. Play is the fundamental way that children enjoy their childhood. It is essential to their quality of life as children.

Breakfast Club and After school Club.
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During Breakfast club, we plan and provide some play activities for the children to access, should they choose.  Children know where resources and equipment are stored, and will access these themselves.  During After School Club, we use the outdoor spaces as much as possible and there are dedicated resources for wraparound children.  As long as a member of staff is outside, children are free to decide if they want to be inside or outside. At times, we may venture into our outdoor classroom or further afield onto the school tennis courts, field or the adventure playground.  

Holiday Club                                  
During Holiday Club, we plan specific play activities for the children, for example, den building, space day, science day, as well as many others.  Our planned play days are based around the children’s interests and what they have requested, for example, a rocket building and launching day linked to a Space topic at school that children had enjoyed.  We understand that children might not want to take part in these planned activities and are free to choose what they would like to do.    We allow and encourage children to take part in ‘Risky Play’ activities, under close supervision.  We understand that it is important for children to learn about risks and how to manage them safely, and give them a safe supervised place to do this.  These activities are carefully planned, risk assessed and monitored by staff.  We will talk to children about safety and how to minimise risks before we do an activity or provide equipment for them to do so.  If children start using equipment in a way we did not expect we use a ‘Dynamic Risk Assessment’ to risk assess on the spot, rather than stopping play. 
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Snacks and meals during wraparound

We are committed to encouraging healthy lifestyles at Kea Preschool. Children’s eating habits formed in the early years have consequences for their health and development in later life which is why it is so important to promote healthy eating from the start.

We provide breakfast, served from 7.45am to 8.20am and an after school snack served between 3.45pm -4.30pm.  During the session, children have their snacks in small groups and milk or water is offered as a drink. For more information please visit our website to read our Food Policy. 
During Holiday Club, children need to bring a packed lunch.  Packed lunches are stored in our fridge.  We encourage healthy eating within our setting, and ask that this continues with the contents of packed lunches.  At lunch time, children are offered water or diluted fruit juice to drink. 
Packed lunches 

Where we cannot provide cooked meals (holiday club and days where the school kitchen is closed) or parents choose to bring packed lunches, we:

· ensure packed lunches are refrigerated to keep food cool;

· inform parents of our policy on healthy eating;

· encourage parents to provide sandwiches with a healthy filling, fruit, and milk based deserts;

· Discourage packed lunch contents that consist largely of crisps, processed foods and sweet products such as cakes or biscuits. We reserve the right to return this food to the parent;

· provide children bringing packed lunches with plates, cups and cutlery; and

· ensure that adults sit with children to while the children eat their lunch so that the mealtime is a social occasion.

· Due to allergies we have made the decision to not allow hummous or breadsticks to be included in lunchboxes.

· For safety reasons we also ask that small items such as mini sausages, baby tomatoes or grapes are cut in half to avoid them becoming a choking hazard.

· We would also advise no popcorn for children under the age of 5.  

· Please be aware that if children are sent in with sweets or chocolate we will send them back to you.
Policies      
As part of our policy, we ensure that our provision meets the needs of each individual child; we take into account of any special needs a child may have. We understand that every child is different.
